NAME CHANGE RESULTS
The name change vote concluded on December,
31, 2008. With 624 ballots cast, the membership
has decided to change the name of the Honda
Sport Touring Association. The vote was 227
(36%) to keep the name to 397(64%) to change
the name. Our bylaws require at least a 25% vote
of the membership to make this change. At least
415 votes were needed. With 624 votes, this vote
is found to meet the requirements of the bylaws
and the EC will go forward with this motion.

There will be no ballot for the new name.
The E.C. will select the new name from
member input.

Over the past year the E.C. has received many
suggestions for a new association name. The vote

is in and now the task of selecting that name is
here. If you have a name suggestion, now is the
time to let us know. Over the next few weeks the
HSTA President will be excepting name
suggestions from the membership. To have a
name considered, submit your suggestion and
a brief explanation of why you like the name to:

The only way to be sure your suggestion is
considered is to send it directly to "Brick".
Posting name suggestions to the "Forums" or the
"Lists" will not put your suggestions in to
consideration.
