No Hands Communication

Isit important to communicate with others while
you are riding your motorcycle? Sureit is. You
want to know that it istime to slow down or stop.
Signaling that you will be turning right or left

soon is helpful. How about |etting others know
you need to stop. Usually thisis done with some
sort of hand signals. Not anymore.

| have discovered that it is now important for me
to be contacted no matter where | am at. Even if it
ison two wheelsin West, by God, Virginia or
wherever | am at. So | have outfitted my helmet
with adevice that allows meto synchronize it
with anumber of different devices and even more
importantly with my fellow riders. There are three
things that alow me to do a number of things: A
Sena Bluetooth communication device, WiRevo
Bluetooth transmitter, and the Motorola Cliq
Android Phone.

The Sena Bluetooth SMH10 Intercom allows
me to synchronize up to four other fellow
riders, the transmitter and the phone.
(http://www.senabl uetooth.com). | can cue up
the last number diaed, preferably one of the



fellow riders who also has his cell phone
synchronized with this device, to call them if
we are out of the 900 meter range of the Sena
device. This can be agood thing if for some
reason you become separated from the rest of
the group.

| use the WiRevo Bluetooth transmitter (D1000V
Bluetooth Adapter) connected to the audio output
on the Passport 9500X radar detector. Since
cannot see or hear the detector well, having it
sound-off in my left ear isvery useful. The same
transmitter can be used with a number of other
devices like aMP3 Player to stream music (or you
can use the 3.5 millimeter jack to plug in directly
between the devices).

The Motorola Clig phone has many features
including WiFi, Bluetooth, and GPS. Once the
phone is synchronized with the Senadevice | can
take and make calls, listen to music, and get
navigation instructions. The Sena deviceis |loaded
with software that allows the navigation
instructions to over talk the music which gets
muted. Phone calls arethe first priority, so if one
gets a cal the other things you might have going
on will be suppressed until the call is finished.

There are till things | need to learn about all of
these devices. In particular the order in which they
should be turned onto re-synchronize. | am
satisfied communicating with my fellow riders
with these devices without having to resort to
hand signals.

Day 1 (Fri)

Depart Friday evening 7/30/10 at 7 p.m. from my home

in Brighton

Arrive in Muskegon about 9:45- 10pm

At 10:40 PM -

Catch the Lake Express Ferry to Milwaukee, Wi.

Please note: no tie downs needed. The ferry lines

supplies all chocks and tie down straps.

Arrive 12 Midnight in Milwaukee. There is a 30 minute

ride to the hotel located in Germantown, Wi., near the

Harley Davidson plant.

Day 2 (Sat)

About a 1.5 hr ride to Oshkosh. Park bikes at the main
terminal on the back side of the event for easy escape
at the end of the day.

There are many things to see and do. Aerial shows,
including War Birds, mock battles with dynamite and
gasoline explosions simulating an attack.... even a 1/2
runway detonation, like a carpet bombing.

Paid for by me is a pass to the events on the field with
access to the flight line.

There are free classes in welding (gas, stick, tig, mig),
carbon fiber, fiberglass, cloth fabric, and Aluminum
sheet metal work if you have any desire to learn or
practice. (some of these things are directly related to
motorcycle repair).

There will be access to aircraft,vintage, ultralight, sport
aviation, war birds.

Several large pavilions to check out - new technology,
weather, gps, gifts for someone back home,etc
Aviation parts suppliers, flight simulators.... anyhow

5:30 - 6 p.m. we are on our way out the back door of
the airport and across the Wisconsin Dells to our hotel
near LaCrosse, Wisconsin on the Mississippi River.

Day 3 (Sun)

A ride up the eastern side of the Missippi River. This
will be a long day but the ride is nice...past
Minneapolis, Duluth, and Grand Marais, Mn.
Depending on how it goes, that may be the stopping
point for the day (great food here). If enough daylight
remains, we can shoot for Thunder Bay. Travel at
night is dangerous due to Moose and Elk in close
proximity of the roads... if not on the roads.

Day 4 (Mon)

A quick trip to downtown historic Thunder Bay and the
Fort area then on to St. Ignace, MI. We"ll go around
Lake Superior in the remainder of the day.

Day 5 (Tues)

A ferry across to Mackinaw Island for about 1/2 day of
some fun then back across the Big Mac and down Old
US 23 to Pinconning. Then home whichever way
works best for everyone.

(This buffer time is built in if needed to alter route or
daily distance due to weather. If not, then a play 1/2
day.)

It's a long haul on this trip but a lot of fun and through
some country few of you have been through.
Wisconsin Dells to the Mississippi River has mesa
table top mountains that glow red in the setting sun
reminding you of New Mexico.

The ride along Mn 61 has Lake Superior to your
immediate right side for hundreds of miles with a neat
view of Isle Royal on a clear day. Granite and
sandstone mountains on the eastern half of the lake,
hemlock and pine covered mountains for the eastern
half.

Routing can be changed on some of this as weather
will play a role in decision making on the final route.
This is supposed to be fun - not an endurance test. If |
haven't scared anyone off with all of this, | am looking
forward to your company and a great time.

Required to bring:
Passport or Enhanced Michigan Driver's
License for border crossing into and out of Canada

Suggested to bring:

A decent camera. You will have many opportunities to
take pics both at the show and on the route.

Warm clothing and gloves! An electric liner if you have
one or clothing you can layer clothing. Lake superior
causes its own weather. The water temp seldom gets
above 40F and nearby land masses reflect that temp
for at least 3/4's of the way around Lake Superior.
From Duluth to Grand Marais, Mn you are within 50
feet or so of the lake.

The rest of the route is generally normal summer
clothing.

Small emergency repair items like duct tape, bulbs,
etc. We will be a long ways away from service centers.
Decent tires..... 2,000 - 2,100 mile trip. Have your bike
serviced before the trip if it is due.

Suggested NOT to bring:

Hand guns, blunder busses, hand grenades, mace,
bull whips, SAM missiles, or laser guided bombs. (You
will be asked at the border)

You will be entering "The People's Socialist Republic
of Canada". These items will be confiscated at the
border so better just to leave them at home.
